In Memoriam
Tom Corsi sent the following biographical sketch of Merrill Roberts, a former distinguished member of TPUG who passed away this year.

Merrill J. Roberts
August 10, 1915 – July 3, 2002

Merrill Joseph Roberts (known as Bob Roberts to his friends and close associates) died in his sleep of heart failure on July 3, 2002, a little over a month shy of his 87th birthday.  He had lived in retirement in  Sarasota, Florida, since 1989.  Despite a number of physical limitations over the last several years, he continued to enjoy reading history and politics, listening to operas and keeping up with political and economic news on the internet.  
Prior to his retirement in 1983, Roberts had a distinguished career in higher education and consulting.  He earned his Ph.D. in economics in 1952 at the University of Chicago.   He specialized in transportation economics and was an international authority on trucking and railroads.  He served on economics and business school faculties at the University of Florida, UCLA, Michigan State University, the University of Pittsburgh and the University of Maryland.  His international consulting engagements took him to countries around the world, including Algeria, Bolivia, Hong Kong, Korea, New Zealand, Laos, Nicaragua, Spain, Thailand and Venezuela, where he consulted on transportation-related development and public policy issues.  An early advocate of transportation deregulation within the United States, he led important studies of domestic transportation issues, including the U. S. Senate’s investigation of the bankruptcy of the Penn Central Railroad in 1971-72.  Among other honors, he received the Pyke Johnson award for outstanding research from the Transportation Research Board of the National Academy of Sciences in 1986.  He published extensively in academic journals covering transportation economics and logistics.  Under his leadership, the transportation and logistics faculty in the College of Business and Management at the University of Maryland received recognition by the Transportation Journal as the top-ranked program in terms of academic publications in the field of transportation and logistics.  He was a founding member of the Transportation Research Forum, an organization of leading academic, government, and consulting researchers in the field of transportation economics and policy.

Roberts was born in Glendive, Montana on August 10, 1915 to Merrill Joseph and Inez Ludgate Roberts.  His father was a dispatcher on the Northern Pacific Railroad, which had established section offices in Glendive, about 60 miles west of the North Dakota border, providing the economic foundation for the town of about 3,000.  He completed his undergraduate studies at the University of Minnesota in 1938, working summers on the Northern Pacific’s section crews.  He served in the United States Navy from 1942 to 1946.   In 1941 he married Janet Hunter Dion, also of Glendive; they raised four children prior to her death in 1974.  

Roberts is survived by three children and five grandchildren:   David Dion Roberts, wife Beth Ellis Roberts, and children Ellen, Trina and Anthony; James Steven Roberts, wife Deborah Lynn Jakubs, and children Nicholas and Logan; and Patricia Roberts-Pizutto and husband John Timothy Pizzuto.  Another son, Michael Jason Roberts, died in 1991.  

According to his last wishes, Roberts was cremated and will be interred in a family plot in Glendive with his wife and deceased son.

is now available free at http://www.vtpi.org/tca.The Victoria Transport Policy Institute has posted an Online edition of "Transportation Cost And Benefit Analysis: Techniques, Estimates And Implications," a comprehensive study of transportation benefit and costing research, and a guidebook for applying this information in planning and policy analysis.
This 300-page document is unique in several important ways. It is one of the most extensive studies of its type, including categories of costs and benefits that are often overlooked, and the only one that is regularly expanded and updated as new information becomes available. It is the only study that provides costs values in a format designed to easily calculate and compare the full costs and benefits of transport policy and planning alternatives. It provides extensive reference information, mostly available through the Internet, allowing users to obtain additional information when needed.
Individual chapters contain detailed information on various categories of transportation costs and benefits. Using the best available data, it provides monetized estimates of twenty costs for eleven travel modes under three travel conditions. Costs are categorized according to various attributes: whether they are internal or external, fixed or variable, market or nonmarket.
The Guidebook reviews previous transportation impact studies, discusses economic evaluation practices, describes how nonmarket impacts are estimated, discusses major findings, evaluates criticisms of transportation costing, and explores implications and applications of this research.
