	Well done. May exceed time limit, but not by more than three minutes. Makes one mention of tradition or historical fact, but seems disconnected to the recipe. Clearly shows how to follow recipe and is entertaining.

	Limited vocabulary used. Misuse of some words/language. Organization makes it possible to follow recipe.
	Some steps are skips and unexplained. Too short or too long. Makes no mention of tradition or historical fact. Does not clearly show how to follow recipe, but the basic instruction is still there.
